Background/Issues/Analysis

REASON FOR THE REQUEST

1. This request is for a Special Permit to allow a tattoo shop and all underlying C-2
uses in an approximately 1,300 square foot suite within an existing shopping
center. Review is limited to consideration of the proposed use only.

LAND USE TRENDS
2. The General Plan Land Use Map designates this site as Commercial. The
proposal is consistent with the General Plan.

3. The Special Permit will allow a tattoo shop within the existing shopping center in
addition to all permitted C-2 uses.

4, The tattoo shop will minimally impact traffic and surrounding residential property
as the subject site is located within an existing shopping center and is
surrounded by other commercial uses.

5. Parking calculations are based on uses within the entire shopping center. The
site appears to have ample parking for the existing and proposed uses. The
Development Services Department will ensure adequate parking is provided
upon issuance of a certificate of occupancy.

OTHER

6. The Aviation Department requests the developer notify prospective
owners/occupants of the subject site of the proximity of the Phoenix Deer Valley
Airport, and that it will be subject to overflights. A stipulation is recommended to
address this request.

7. Development and use of the site is subject to all applicable codes and
ordinances. Zoning approval does not negate other ordinance requirements.
Zoning adjustments, abandonments, or other formal actions may also be
required.

Findings

1. The request is consistent with the General Plan Land Use Map designation of
Commercial.

2. The site is located along an arterial street within an established shopping center.
The proposed use is buffered from neighboring residential uses by existing
commercial structures and uses.

3. The proposed use will minimally impact adjacent uses and traffic.

Stipulations

1. That the property owner shall record documents that disclose the existence, and
operational characteristics of the Phoenix Deer Valley Airport to future owners or
tenants of the property. The form and content of such documents shall be
according to the templates and instructions provided, which have been reviewed
and approved by the City Attorney.
